Desirable Qualification : Good knowledge in the field of atmospheric science, air quality, aerosols etc., computer 

usage and software packages. Special preference will be given to those who have 

experience in air pollution and air quality monitoring and analytical instruments. The 

fellow will mainly be engaged in collecting aerosol samples, running and maintenance of 

aerosol samplers, conducting surveys etc.

The Project 

Assistant would be engaged in conducting field surveys in different districts of West Bengal for collecting date from 

various sectors like domestic, agriculture, brick-kiln and vehicles. In addition, other technical and administrative jobs 

related to the project also need to be taken care of by the fellow.
